GETTING TO DUNK ISLAND 
• Air Connections - Are available via Cairns with Qantas, 

Jetstar and Virgin Blue. The flight from Cairns to Dunk 
Island takes approx. 45  minutes and regular flights are 
operated by Hinterland Aviation (a luggage limit of 32 kg 
applies). 

• Coach and Launch - Mission Beach Dunk Island 
Connections operate scheduled coach transfers from 
Cairns to connect with the Quickcat to Dunk Island. 
Transfer time is approximately 2 hours. The Quickcat has 
scheduled departure times from Mission Beach and Dunk 
Island. Water transfer time is approximately 25 minutes. 
Private charters are available on request. (Maximum 
group travel - 85 delegates)
